Catholicism 101: In this section I will begin offering 
snippets of Catholic teaching and practice. As we 
celebrate Christmas this week, it is important for 
Catholics to know that Jesus’ birth was in fact 
miraculous and not “natural/ordinary.” This is the 
logical continuation of His miraculous Conception 
through the Holy Spirit and not a human father. 
While Jesus is fully human, He is also God Incarnate, 
so His entrance into our human experience was 
unique and miraculous. 

This also follows upon Mary’s Immaculate 
Conception. The pain and distress of labor is a 
consequence of original sin, of which Mary was 
preserved. This was foretold by God in Isaiah 66:7. 
Mary did later experience “labor pains” when she 
spiritually gave birth to us on Calvary.
